FOR THE YEAR ENDED  31 OCTOBER 2009
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Principal activities
The principal activities of the Football Club during the year were:
– �promotion of the game of rugby league football;
– �provision of facilities for sport and recreation;
– �sponsorship activities; and
– �advertising and promotion activities.

There have been no significant changes in the nature of these activities during the year.

Result and dividends
The net surplus of the Football Club for the year was $2,656,000 (2008: $6,455,000). No dividend was declared or 
paid during the year.

Employees
The Football Club employed 193 employees as at 31 October 2009 (2008: 190).

Review of operations
Revenue from ordinary activities for the year decreased by $2,349,000 or 11.3% to $18,434,000 (2008: 
$20,783,000). This was mainly due to:

– �the receipt in 2008 of a grant of $5,000,000 from the Government to renovate the eastern grandstand of CUA 
Stadium not repeated in 2009, offset by

– �an increase in operational revenue of $1,552,000 or 15.6% to $11,522,000 (2008: $9,970,000) related largely 
to the increases in sponsorship, catering and beverages, gate receipts and merchandise sales due mainly to the 
increased crowd attendance of 35,878 or 27.4% to 166,678 (2008: 130,800), and

– �an increase in distributions from related parties of $719,000 or 12.7% to $6,386,000 (2008: $5,667,000)

Significant changes in the state of affairs
No significant changes in the state of affairs occurred during the year.

Significant events after balance date
There has not arisen in the interval between the end of the financial year and the date of this report any item, 
transaction or event of a material or unusual nature likely, in the opinion of the directors of the Football Club to affect 
significantly the operations of the Football Club, the results of those operations, or the state of affairs of the Football 
Club, in future financial years.

Likely developments and expected results
The directors foresee that in the 2010 financial year:

– �The Football Club will continue with funding from the National Rugby League (NRL) and distributions from 
commonly controlled entities; and

– �A $5,000,000 Federal Government grant has been allocated to the CUA precinct for improvements in and around 
the CUA Stadium and the Howell Oval.

Environmental regulation and performance
The Football Club is not subject to any particular or significant environmental regulation.

Indemnification and insurance of directors and officers
During the financial year, the parent entity, Penrith Rugby League Club Limited, held an insurance policy for the 
benefit of the directors and officers. In accordance with commercial practice, the insurance policy prohibits disclosure 
of the terms of the policy, including the nature of the liability insured against and the amount of the premium.

Discussion and Analysis – Income Statement
Trends in revenues arising from operating activities
Total revenue decreased by 11.3% or $2,349,000 to $18,434,000 in 2009 (2008: $20,783,000). The decrease 
related to:

– �the receipt in 2008 of a grant of $5,000,000 from the Government to renovate the eastern grandstand of CUA 
Stadium not received in 2009;

offset by:

– �an increase in operational revenue of $1,552,000 or 15.6% to $11,522,000 (2008: $9,970,000) related largely 
to the increases in sponsorship, catering and beverages, gate receipts and merchandise sales due mainly to the 
increased crowd attendance of 35,878 or 27.4% to 166,678 (2008: 130,800); and

– �an increase in distributions from a related party, Mulgoa Road Land Trust (No. 1) of $719,000 or 12.7% to 
$6,386,000 (2008: $5,667,000).

Main influences on costs of operation
The costs of operations have increased by $1,450,000 or 10.1% to $15,778,000 (2008: $14,328,000). This mainly 
related to:

– �Raw materials and consumables used increased by $412,000 or 54.3% to $1,170,000 (2008: $758,000). This 
reflects the increase in revenue from Catering, Beverages, Merchandise, Functions and Banquets sales which 
increased by $910,000 or 47.0%;

– �Depreciation increased by $551,000 or 59.4% to $1,479,000 (2008: $928,000) due to:
  �The first full year of depreciation of the CUA Stadium eastern grandstand, financed by the 2008 government 
grant;

  �The impact on depreciation related to the adjustment of the expected lease term of CUA Stadium.

– �Bad and Doubtful debts increased by $292,000 to $328,000 (2008: $36,000) largely due to the impact of the 
unfavourable economic conditions on our sponsor and other debtors.

Total assets increased by $4,710,000 to $105,241,000 (2008: $100,531,000) due mainly to:

– �An increase in other receivables of $6,386,000 to $88,459,000 (2008: $82,073,000) due to the distribution from 
Mulgoa Road Land Trust (No. 1), a related entity;

– �A decrease in other receivables of $1,802,000 to $108,000 (2008 $1,910,000) relating to the receipt of outstanding 
amounts for the 2008 government grant.

The relationship between debt and equity
Total debt increased by $2,054,000 (2008: $5,206,000) to $28,574,000 (2008: $26,520,000). These borrowings are 
primarily from Penrith Rugby League Club Limited, a related entity.

Total debt represents 27.1% (2008: 26.4%) of total assets.

Discussion and Analysis – Cash Flow Statement
Changes in cash flows from operations
Net cash flows from operating activities decreased by $2,808,000 to a net cash outflow of $1,587,000 (2008: cash 
inflow $1,221,000). The decrease was mainly due to the reduction in grants received from government of $1,296,000 
to $2,072,000 (2008: 3,368,000) and the increase in 2009 of construction cost payments related to the upgrade of 
the eastern grandstand of the CUA Stadium.

Financing of capital expenditure programs
Capital expenditure was financed largely through an advance from Penrith Rugby League Club Limited, a related 
entity and a government grant to upgrade the eastern grandstand of the CUA Stadium.
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1. Statement of Compliance
Australian Accounting Standards and Interpretations that have recently been issued or amended but are not yet 
effective have not been adopted by the Football Club for the annual reporting year ended 31 October 2009.

– �AASB 1039 (revised) Concise Reporting – Changes to terminology and descriptions to ensure consistency with the 
revised AASB 101 Presentation of Financial Statements.

– �AASB 123 (revised) and AASB 2007-6 Borrowing Costs and consequential amendments to other Australian 
Accounting Standards – The amendments to AASB 123 require that all borrowing costs associated with a qualifying 
asset be capitalised.
